CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 7:01 PM.

Chair Fancher made an opening statement to the many guests in attendance and described the Planning
Commission process for tonight’s meeting, which includes a Public Hearing.

AGENDA ITEM #3: Public Comment on Non-Agenda lItems
At 7:04 PM, Travis Bridgeman, 713 Ogle Ave. N., North Bend, WA, spoke.

At 7:05 PM, Londi Lindell, City Administrator, announced that the Planning Commission will be going into a
brief Executive Session to discuss possible litigation, per RCW 42.30.110 Subsection 1, Subsection i. The
Planning Commission, Ms. Lindell, Mayor Hearing, Amy Mill, and Gina Estep left the meeting room.

At 7:20 PM, the executive session was concluded, and the Planning Commission and city staff returned to the
meeting room.

AGENDA ITEM #4: Public Hearing _and Planning Commission _Deliberation _on Proposed
Amendments to Existing North Bend Municipal Code 18.06.030 and 18.10.025 Pertaining to
Truck Center/Service Areas

Gina Estep briefed the Commissioners and guests on this proposed amendment. Ms. Estep said that it is
important to note that the proposed amendments do not hinder Truck Town’s ability to continue providing the
services it currently provides to the trucking industry, but it does restrict the expansion of that facility and those
services.

Mark Rigos, Public Works Director, spoke of some of the concerns on expansion of the truck service center.
These concerns included level of service, roadway surfaces, fuel spills, and the nearby Middle School.

Mayor Ken Hearing spoke about the truck service area, its history, its capacity, and impacts on North Bend.

Mayor Hearing also spoke of stakeholders of the truck service center. Mayor Hearing said we need state, federal,
and county help with shouldering the burden and impacts of truck town.
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Ms. Lindell spoke about the Chapter 10.10 of the NBMC and 1-90 closures and that in the event of the pass
closure, parking is allowed for trucks in North Bend. Ms. Lindell also spoke of other locations outside of North
Bend for a truck service facility.

Chair Fancher opened the Public Hearing at 7:38 PM. Chair Fancher read in order from the sign-up sheet
provided for people wishing to speak at tonight’s hearing.
